Credits and Grading System
The ULB uses the European Credits Transfer
System (ECTS)
Credits are units that are allocated on the basis 
of the learning outcomes and student workload in 
a specific study programme (attending lectures, 
studying time, completing assignments, etc.).
1 credit = 30 hours
Students’ work is marked on a scale from 0 to 20
Marks from 10 to 20 = students pass the course
Marks from 0 to 9.99 = students fail the course
After completing an exchange stay at the 
ULB, students can access their transcripts on-
line by logging onto the MonULB platform.

Welcome and Orientation sessions
Welcome Sessions are organised by the faculties at 
the beginning of each semester in order to enable new 
students to get acquainted with the campus environ-
ment, courses, activities and student life in Brussels.

Visa
Non-European citizens studying in a European country 
must hold a visa for their mobility in Belgium. Once 
a student has received a ULB acceptance letter, they 
must contact the Belgian Embassy to request a visa:

Blocked account
In order to obtain a study visa in Belgium, non-EU 
citizens must provide proof of sufficient financial 
resources to cover their living, study, health care 
and repatriation expenses for the entire duration of 
their study stay (academic year or term). ULB offers 
a “Blocked Account” service to all its students and 
future students:

Cost of living

Students under the age of 25 years:
 Annual travel pass = 12 €

Language of instruction
Courses are mostly taught in French. However, a 
growing number of Master's degrees are partly or enti-
rely delivered in English as well.

Language requirements
For non-native French speakers, a minimum level of B1
(DELF, TCF) is required for courses in French. However, 
a B2 level is recommended by most faculties. No certi-
ficate is requested.
For non-native English speakers, a minimum level of 
B1 (DELF, TCF) is recommended for courses in English.

Proof of language proficiency might be requested
by the faculties.

French courses
To help its incoming international students im-
prove their language skills, the university of-
fers a wide range of French courses avai-
lable to all (free of charge). These courses are 
organised both prior to and during the academic year:

Health insurance
NON-EU students are required to apply for an Inter-
national Student Health Insurance Plan prior to their 
arrival in the host country. The health insurance plan 
must cover them for the entire duration of their stay. 
Students hosted at ULB will not be granted a visa if 
they cannot provide proof of coverage by a suitable 
health insurance.
